ARCHEOLOGY IN THE NETHERLANDS

<Archeology in the Netherlands> is installation for the National Museum of
Antiquities, Leiden, Netherlands. In the new exhibition the chronologic course of
time is displayed on a continious mold. A mold is with the exact same width and
thickness throughout the length; a swaying ribbon. The design of the ribbon has
been born of philosophical and architectural contemplation. Here history is a clear
chronologic arrangement with the emphasis on continuity. History precedes the
present, the ‘now’. The word ‘now’ is not a distinguished era, it's just a part of a
chronologic whole that will be continued in the future. The ribbon symbolises this
ongoing history. The ribbon is used in a flexible way, it represents the changing
human habitat by bending, swaying or arching. Sometimes it is the flat, bleak steppe,
a riverbank, the dense wood or an uprising builded environment with citywalls and
gates. The ribbon is entirely made of medium density board. 5m parts were pre-
fabricated, put together and spray-painted on location. Headlines are laser-cut in
the top layer, reliefs are moulded and cast in Polyurethane. The showcases in the

ribbon are constructed of Corian.
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
